
Visitors from everywhere, you should be aware that you can get help in English. However, indulgence is required if it is not the case. Québec culture is French, one must not forget it!

When you arrive, you should get a map of Tadoussac; it will be easier for you to get around.

Tadoussac can get very crowded at times. Therefore it is strongly recommend that you make reservations in advance.  We suggest that you pay special attention to the last weekend of the “Festival de la Chanson” (2nd weekend of June), to the last weekend of July and the first 2 weeks of August, and to Labor Day weekend as well. During these times, hotel accommodations could be scarce from early afternoon, and then you would have to find housing outside the town.

Make sure that you note the name of the person you have talked to as well as your confirmation number when you do make reservations. Agree on you arrival hour and do make confirmations during the day. Do not forget to ask for regulations and hotel customs. For instance, arrival and departure hours, whether or not breakfast in included, whether it is smoke-free or not, if pets are allowed, etc.

If you travel with pets, it is important to plan your hotel accommodations in advance. It is best to make you aware that pets are not allowed on cruise boats. Also, they should not be unleashed on the streets or beach.

Tadoussac, is a small community. The touristic area is very condensed and this creates parking problems. Some parking spaces are free of charge and some not. We do hope this will not complicate your stay.  

Do favour your outings in the village on foot, leaving your vehicle parked at your hotel.

Tadoussac is linked to route 138 and to the village of Baie-Sainte-Catherine by a ferry service. During high touristic season, three ferries are available to get as many vehicles across the bay as possible, in order to prevent unnecessary waiting. However, delays could be caused by traffic or by ferry mechanical problems, you then are advised to call your hotel to warn them of an eventual delay, and tell yourself that you are on vacation. We then suggest that you get out of the waiting line and go for coffee; after a few hours, the waiting line will have disappeared and you will reach your goal more easily.

Route 138 runs along the village of Tadoussac. Warning is given to truckers to avoid noise in our touristic area and businesses close by have taken measures to reduce noise.

Motor homes are welcomed in Tadoussac. However, they are not allowed to park in rest stops throughout the night. “Camping Tadoussac” and “Camping du Domaine des Dunes” will be more that happy to accommodate you during your stay. 

Tadoussac and the vicinity are full of activities and touristic attractions of all kinds. Anchor your boat at Tadoussac and visit the neighbouring villages of Sacré-Coeur, of Bergeronnes and of Escoumins.

Tadoussac is surrounded by two national parks: the Saguenay-St-Laurent Marine Park that governs the waterways, and the Saguenay National Park that governs a part of the municipal territory. The Park Saguenay pathways are located at different places in the village. Information on their length and level of difficulty is available.  

If you are up for trekking on the Fjord pathways, make sure that you have a map, that you know what the weather ahead will be, that you have the necessary gear, and to notify someone of your plans and whereabouts. Your security depends on it.

If you are planning on a whale-watching excursion, make sure that you bring a hooded windbreaker and a pair of gloves along. Shorts, skirts, sandals and high heels are not permitted.

At Tadoussac, whale watching excursions take place from May to October. You will have the option of two types of boat: Usual boats and zodiacs. Children are accepted on the zodiacs from six years old. It doesn’t matter the type of boat or the company you choose, they all are governed by the same rules when it comes to sea mammal approach. You can also get information on the land observation sites.

Tadoussac has two automatic teller machines (ATM).  One is at the Caisse Populaire du Saguenay-St-Laurent for the following cards: Visa, Interac, +Plus, Cirrus and MasterCard Cirrus. The other teller is situated at the Tadoussac Youth Hostel onto which you can use the following cards: Visa, Interac, MasterCard, American Express and + Plus.

If you have planned an excursion on the Fjord or whale watching during your stay and that you have planned to leave the area the next day, you will be missing out on a lot of things. You will take advantage of the Tadoussac Experience only if you stay a few days.
